Consequently, the
country would have to
approach the World Bank

and the Asian
Development Bank for
loans, which  would

require it to enter another
IMF programme. “Because
of the debt repayment we
have to do now — about
$zo0bn for the foreseeable
future — [ am pretty sure

‘we will have to have back-
to-back IMF programmes.”
Terming the IMF a lendar
of last resort, Ismail said it
was similar to being
admitted to the intensive
care unit (ICU). “You want
to avoid going to the ICU,
you have to start living a
healthy life. Once we start
living within our means,
once we start pursuing
rational and intelligent
economic policies, then we
can avoid going to the IMF.
“But if we continue living
as we are, going from one
‘boom-bust cyle to another,
IMF is the lender of last
resort and we have to keep
going to it,” the former
finance minister added.

Titled the Criminal
Laws (Amendment) Act, 2023, the draft bill has report-
edly been vetted by the Ministry of Law and Justice,
headed by the PML-N's Azam Nazeer Tarar, after being
initiated by the Ministry of Interior, currently headed
by Rana Sanaullah, also from the PML-N. The bill seeks
to add new sections to the Pakistan Penal Code and the
Code of Criminal Procedure to make the ‘crime’ of
‘intentionally ridiculing’ the armed forces or judiciary
punishable with up to five years in prison and/ or a fine
of up to Rs1 million, and also to give law enforcement
agencies the power to arrest a suspected offender with-
out a warrant, The offence will be non-bailable and
ble and only ch through a
sessions court. The only check and balance offered is
that the government of the day will approve each case
before it is prosecuted. However, given the pliability of
our civilian overlords when under enough pressure,
that is hardly something to take comfort in. It ought to
be mentioned that this legislation has been proposed in
response to what the government has described as a
“deliberate cyber campaign” against “important state
institutions and their officials”. However, if the recent
banning of internet knowledge resource Wikipedia is
any indication of how deeply suspicious our authorities
are of digital platforms and how little they understand
them, this latest attempt to control online narratives,
too, will backfire.

LHC reserves

Commission of Pakistan
(ECP). “We will comply
with the ECP’s directions
and decisions regarding
the elections,” the ICP

ensured the court.

The electoral watch-
dog's counsel raised
objections over the
maintainability of the
petition and argued that
neither the federal gov-
ernment nor the presi-
dent were made respon-
dents in the petition. He
added that it was the fed-
eral government that
granted funds for elec-
tions. He contended that
concerned departments
including the judiciary
excused to provide the
staff,

He questioned how it
would be possible for the
ECP to hold elections in
such circumstances and
argued that there was no
law that could establish
responsibility on ECP for
giving the election date.
He maintained that ECP
should not be made
respondent in such cases
as its obligation was to
hold fair and free elec-
tions rather than giving
date election dates.

The lawyer further
argued that the ECP did
not have sufficient funds
for the election.

business opportunities for Pakistan in Ukraine

CJP asks govt to adopt
measures to stop foreign

currency smuggling

ISLAMABAD: Chief Justice
of Pakistan (CJP) Justice
Umar Ata Bandial on
Friday asked the federal
government to adopt mea-
sures to stop foreign cur-
rency smuggling.

The Chief Justice

The FBR counsel Faisal
Siddiqui said that the LHC
had suspended the imple-
mentation of its final deci-
sion in the case for 60
days. There were tradi-
tions in tax cases where
the court orders compa-
nies to pay 50 percent of
the tax, 5

Barrister Farogh
Naseem, counsel for the
industries, said that all

petitions of the FBR
against the LHC’s interim
order had become ineffec-
tive after the final deci-
sion of the Lahore High
Court. The court could not
order payment of 50 per-
cent Super Tax after peti-
tions become ineffective,
he added. The Chief
Justice said the case could
be fixed for the hearing
next week. He remarked
that the FBR imposed the
Super Tax in good faith.
He said that it was also
known that Shell
Pakistan, one of the peti-
tioners, paid taxes in the
millions of rupees.

SWABI: Provision of ille-
gal medical services in
beauty parlors banned.
Khyber Pakhtunkhwa
Health Care Commission
conducted a grand opera-
tion against beauty par-
lors, beauty salons, hair
salons, hair transplant
centers, cosmetic clinics
etc. in Peshawar district
last week. 06 inspection
teams consisting of field
officers of all zonal offices
of the province were
formed in the grand oper-
ation. A total of 200 beau-
ty centers (Beauty Parlors,
Beauty Salons, Hair
salons, Hair Transplant
Centers, Cosmetic Clinics
etc.) were inspected in
Peshawar District. Sealed
due to non-registration
with17Show-cause notices

were issued to various
beauty centers and neces-
sary instructions were
issued by inspection
teams. According to the
Khyber Pakhtunkhwa
Health Care Commission,
some beauty parlors are
providing services that

can only be provided
under the medical depart-
‘ment. Rather, a specialist
doctor is needed for these
services. Therefore, the
Health Care Commission
has banned beauty parlors
from providing any such
services.
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
